➢ Snow Queen candidates must be at least 17 and not older than 19 on Jan. 1 of the Festival year.

Residency:
➢ Candidate must be a U.S. citizen and a South Dakota resident or going to high school in South Dakota from

a bordering state. Foreign exchange students are not eligible.
➢ If candidate has moved to South Dakota, she must have lived here for one year by January 1 of the Festival

year. This also applies to college and university candidates.

Relationship status:
➢ The candidate must not have been married and will remain unmarried during her reign if selected as South

Dakota Snow Queen or South Dakota Junior Snow Queen; marriage during her reign will require giving up
her title.

Character:
➢ The candidate must be in good standing with her school and community. The candidate authorizes the

Local Contest to contact school officials and employees to obtain relevant information concerning the
candidate’s standing in the school and community.

➢ The candidate must have high moral character who can serve as a role model for young children.
➢ The candidate must not be, nor become, pregnant.
➢ The candidate cannot hold any title when competing (although Homecoming or Prom Queen is acceptable).
➢ The candidate recognizes that if she fails to maintain good standing or fails to meet the expectations for

high moral character, the Local Contest specifically reserves the right to remove her from the position.

Availability:
➢ Candidate must be available to attend any events the Board of Directors chooses to have state title holders

attend such as the St. Paul Winter Carnival (January), Montevideo Fiesta Days and Willmar Fest (June),
Minneapolis Aquatennial (July), National Night Out (August), Brown County Fair (August), Sizzlin’ Summer
Nights( August), and the Gypsy Days Parade (end of September/beginning of October).

➢ In addition to these events, a candidate, as a state title holder, may be asked to attend events on behalf of her
local contest or other local events not listed above.
